The Baldwin Library, located on the second and third floors of the Carlton Center, serves as 
the central learning center for the College.  Its collections include approximately 74,000 
volumes, 24,000 pieces of microfilm, an audiovisual collection, the Georgiana Collection, 
the College archives, and subscriptions to approximately 300 magazines and newspapers.  
GALILEO, an electronic resource, allows access to over 100 databases, internet, the library 
catalogs of all University System of Georgia libraries, and other Georgia libraries.  GALILEO 
also provides access to information for ABAC students taking courses at off-campus sites. 
 
Computers for student use are located throughout the library.  Individual or small group 
study rooms are available on the third floor.  The library offers extended hours of operation 
during final exam week.
