Home Educated students must take the SAT I or the ACT and meet the 
minimum total score of the average combined score of the preceding year’s 
enrolled Freshman class. 

 
 The standard this year is a combined SAT Score of 900 with no less than a 

SAT Verbal score of 330 and SAT Math score of 310  or ACT Composite 
Score of 19 with no less than English score of 12 and ACT Math score of 
14. 

 
 Official transcripts from any conventional public/private high school and colleges attended 

 
 Copy of Declaration of Intent to Home School as filed with the local Board of Education 

 
 Completed Home School Preparatory Credit Evaluation Form (included in this handout)

 A National Standardized High School Summation Exam taken during the twelfth grade
