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This course is designed to acquaint students with the fundamentals of soil properties and nutrients, and how they

affect plant growth and development. Special emphasis is placed on production of agronomic and horticultural
plants.

» Describe and evaluate the major characteristics of soils
» Characterize soil amendments
» Determine correct fertilizer usage and application methods
» Calculate fertilizer quantities
» Describe the role of water in soils
» Conduct tests for various soil parameters
» correctly perform soil sampling
» correctly identify soil texture
» correctly place and read resistence blocks
» extract specified data from Soil Survey
