Jessica Gandy, Chief Justice of Judicial Court, stated that there was no judicial court this week and swore in the new Senators.

Motion to accept minutes: Senator Michael Austin, seconded by Senator Ben Varnum.
In the president’s report Kati Andrews, President, made comments and provided information for the following:
