III. You will be able to make a special inexpensive gift for someone or a souvenir for yourself while making your vacation at the beach last for a lifetime. 
Body

I. It can all start with a clam called coquina.

A. These tiny clams are smaller than 1 inch.





B. The coquina clam is characterized by variously colored bands radiating along the     shells, according to Larry DeLancey in a article called Coquina Clams.

C.  By burrowing rapidly into the sand after the tide flows out, the clams hide from their predators and feed on the plankton carried in on the waves (North Carolina Aquariums). (SHOW VIDEO OF BURROWING CLAMS)



II. Crabs, fish, and birds feed on coquinas along the Southeastern United States.

A. Then empty shells are left in large quantity along the beach shore. 

B. At first glance, the shells appear as butterflies resting on the sand.

C. With these shells, a few other washed up items, and a little imagination, there is no        limit to what you can create.



III. First, you need to take a trip to the beach. You may go for a day or week.  It is according to your preference and bank account.
A. Second, do not forget to pack a pail.
1. If you feel too mature to carry a plastic sand pail, you may use a container of your choice to collect your treasures. (HOLD UP PAIL)
B. Third, walk the beach.(PICTURE OF BEACH)
1. Low tide is the best time to comb the beach.

2. As you walk, you can collect your shells and other objects.

C. Fourth, after arriving home you will need to clean your findings.

1. You will need a 50/50 solution of water and bleach.

2. Place your shells in the solution to soak for a few hours.

3. When you go to clean the shells, you will need to wear safety goggles to protect your eyes while taking a toothbrush to brush off the shells. 

4. You may also go to www.seashells.org to find out more about cleaning and preserving just about anything from the ocean. 



IV. Now you are ready to create a shell into a necklace with these materials:
A. A clean coquina clam shell. (HOLD UP SHELL) (SHOW PICTURE)
B. Jewelry cord at length of your choice.(HOLD UP CORD) (SHOW PICTURE)
C. 22 gauge color wire. (HOLD UP WIRE) (SHOW PICTURE)
D. Set of jewelry pliers (HOLD UP PLIERS) (SHOW PICTURE)
E. E-6000 clear glue (HOLD UP GLUE) (SHOW PICTURE)
F. Mod Podge (HOLD UP MOD PODGE) (SHOW PICTURE)
G. Paint Brush ( HOLD UP BRUSH) (SHOW PICTURE)
V.  Taking the steps to assemble the necklace are easy to follow.

A. Turn shell over where the inside is up and place E-6000 inside of shell even with the edge.(SHOW PICTURE)
B. Cut desired color of wire into a one inch piece and bend wire in half. (SHOW PICTURE)
C. Take round jewelry pliers to curl the ends of wire. (SHOW PICTURE)
D. Bend the jewelry cord in half and place in glue on the shell. (SHOW PICTURE)
E. Place the wire in glue at the joint of the shell pointing to the long end. (SHOW PICTURE)
F. Allow to dry for about 15 minutes.

G. Place the shell with the outside up, and use the paint brush to paint on the mod podge.

H. After the mod podge is clear, it is dry. 

I. Your necklace is ready to wear. (SHOW PICTURE)(HOLD NECKLACE)
IV. The materials you need to create shells into a decorated picture frame are:

A. Clean coquina clam shells. (SHOW PICTURE)
B. Other objects found at the beach. (SHOW PICTURE)
C. 22 gauge color wire. (SHOW PICTURE)
D. Set of jewelry pliers(SHOW PICTURE)
E. E-6000 clear glue(SHOW PICTURE)
F. Mod Podge(SHOW PICTURE)
G. Paint Brush(SHOW PICTURE)
H. Picture Frame(SHOW PICTURE)
V.  Now to assemble the picture frame, you need to:
A. Decide what position the frame will be turn. (SHOW PICTURE)
B. Decide what will go on the picture frame and how it will be arranged.

C. Turn shell over where the inside is up and place E-6000 inside of shell even with the edge. (SHOW PICTURE)
D. Cut desired color of wire into a one inch piece and bend wire in half. (SHOW PICTURE)
E. Take round jewelry pliers to curl the ends of wire. (SHOW PICTURE)
F. Place the wire in glue at the joint of the shell pointing to the long end. (SHOW PICTURE)
G. Repeat steps C- E until you have the butterflies needed to put on your frame.

H. Place other objects on frame using the glue. (SHOW PICTURE)
I. Place the butterflies on the frame using glue. (SHOW PICTURE)
J. Allow to dry for about 15 minutes.

K. Use the paint brush to paint on the mod podge.

L. After the mod podge is clear, it is dry. 

M. Your picture frame is ready to display.( HOLD UP FRAME)
Conclusion
I.  Next time you go to the beach remember the sand bucket, you can make your vacation last for a lifetime.
II. As you walk along the shore, I challenge you not to look over the small things on the beach. 
III. You too can collect shells, drift wood, and rocks to make your own personalized gifts or souvenirs.
