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QEP – Ms. Cathy Rogers spoke to the division about the SACS review.  She said there were two components to the review process:  compliance certification and the quality enhancement plan.  Dr. Bobbie Robinson is heading up the compliance certification portion, which is responsible for auditing the campus.  The purpose of QEP is for the college to address one specific topic aimed at enhancing student learning.  Ms. Rogers said input is needed from faculty across the campus.  She asked them to send suggestions for topics.
Dr. Robinson briefly discussed several items with division members:

· Absences – Problems arise when faculty call and leave messages on voice mail when they are sick and cannot meet their classes.  If the secretary is out, no one will get the message.  Faculty must speak to a live person to make arrangements for their classes.  Dr. Robinson said faculty may call her at home.  Other suggestions were to e-mail students of the absence and to leave them assignments, and possibly faculty could work out a buddy system with another faculty in the division.
· Travel – Faculty were asked to prepare Prior Approval to Travel forms if they plan to travel prior to May 31.  They should notify the secretary if they plan to forego travel this year.

· Parking – There will be no assigned faculty parking next year.

· Construction – Faculty should let Dr. Robinson know if they have events scheduled which will be hampered by the construction on campus.

Mr. Don Coates talked about plans for George Scott Day, which is scheduled for April 21.  He distributed an assignment sheet and asked for assistance from Humanities faculty.  He encouraged faculty to make plans to carry their classes over sometime between 10:30 a.m. and 3 p.m. if at all possible.
Judges are needed for the Lew Akin Speech Showcase on April 20.  Faculty should contact Keith Perry if they can help.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
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
