Mr. Coates updated everyone on George Scott Day, which is scheduled for April 15.  He distributed a schedule of events and a volunteer list.  He asked faculty to sign up for times they are available and willing to help and return the form to him immediately.  The event will begin at 10 a.m. with an art exhibit in the music building.  The jazz festival will begin at 11 a.m.  Other activities scheduled are the Pegasus awards ceremony, Student Writers Conference, and the Sabor Latino Dancers.  George Scott Day will end with a performance by Joe Lavano, an Arts and Entertainment Series event.
Dr. Robinson said in preparing for next year, faculty should think about how they can use technology more efficiently in the classroom.   She encouraged faculty to move toward web managed courses, which cuts copying costs in reproducing handouts.
Dr. Robinson reported that Dr. Miller had responded to information sent forward on outcomes.  Some discipline groups will need to meet briefly again with Dr. Robinson, but overall the division is in good shape.  Once Dr. Robinson writes the divisional annual report, division members will need to go back and look at the Unit Plan to see how much of it was accomplished this year.  Some revisions will then need to be made to the Unit Plan, which has a five or six year cycle built into it.
The budget needs to be closed out by June 30.  Initially each faculty member was awarded $350 for travel.  They should let Van know by Friday if they spent more than $350 and want to appeal for more travel money.   Faculty were asked to think about equipment, as well as classroom and office needs and to send year-end requests to Van, along with specifications (price, item, and vendor information). 
Faculty should dismiss their classes from 10:30 a.m. – 2 p.m., April 7, for Honors Day.  Hoods and gowns should be worn.  Hats will be needed for the graduation ceremony.

Faculty who meet their classes in a computer lab should confirm with Janet Weaver that the lab will be available during the final exam period.  Dr. Robinson reminded faculty that final grades are due within 24 hours after the exam -- no exception.
