Recipients were selected for Honors Day awards.  Awards will go to Georgia Barfield – Art, Victoria Ledbetter – Drama, Michele Oliver – Spanish, and Joe S. Childs – Journalism.  No awards will be given in English and music.  No divisional award will be given.  Ballots were distributed and faculty were asked to nominate three Humanities faculty for the Donaldson Award for Teaching Excellence.
The divisional representative to serve on the Advising Award Committee will be Dr. Galyean.  Dr. Vassiliou will serve on the screening committee for the Donaldson Award, and Chanel Houle was nominated to serve as student representative.
Dr. Erin Campbell gave details of the Student Writer’s Conference.  The purpose of the conference is to showcase excellence in student writing.  The first category is personal writing; the second is analytical or argumentative writing.  Three winners will be selected from each category, and the winners will read an excerpt of their piece on George Scott Day, April 15 at 11 a.m.  Faculty should get permission from the students before submitting their work.  The deadline is March 24, and submissions should be sent to Dr. Campbell.
Annual reports are due today by 5 p.m.  The evaluation process should be finished by March 18.  Spring break during this time presents a problem.  Dr. Robinson will try to have evaluations written by next week and schedule appointments with her March 10 – 12.
Fall semester book order is due to Emory by March 12.  The division has tried various means of requesting book orders from faculty.  Mr. Johnson prefers that his form be used, which is what the division will do.  Faculty should simply revise the form received from the bookstore.  Van will distribute and collect the forms from faculty and will forward the information to Emory.
Students may register for the on-line testing pilot for the Regents’ Exam.  Remediation students are encouraged to volunteer also.  Because this is a pilot testing, some students will be asked to take both the on-line version and the written version.  Students will receive a passing grade if they pass either exam.
Faculty were asked to submit prior approval for travel requests now for the remainder of the fiscal year.  Van will check to see if there is enough money in the travel budget to cover requests before travel is taken.
Faculty were asked to return their evaluations of Dr. Robinson to Dr. Helms by tomorrow.
