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FACULTY, EQUIPMENT, FACILITIES


Abraham Baldwin is a superb starting point for students interested in the language and fine arts.  Since 1908 the school has had a distinguished tradition of services in arts education, and now Abraham Baldwin’s Humanities Division has one of the most comprehensive language and fine arts programs of Georgia’s state colleges.  These programs feature effective teacher/artists; individual instruction; well-equipped studios and other facilities; and a friendly, relaxed atmosphere.  The programs are augmented by the unique, nationally recognized Abraham Baldwin Arts Connection and one of Georgia’s most active community cultural organizations, the Tiftarea Concert Association.  After students complete their Associate of Arts degrees at Abraham Baldwin, they may transfer without loss of credit to any senior unit within the University System of Georgia.  Courses will also normally be accepted by all other fully accredited institutions in the state and nation.


The Abraham Baldwin music program is the only comprehensive program of its kind at a two-year college in the state of Georgia.  Facilities include two band-rehearsal rooms, choral rooms, and individual practice rooms, large and small concert halls, and an electronic keyboard laboratory.  Computer listening labs, as well as specially equipped classrooms for music use, are also available for students.

Scholarships are available for students of outstanding musical talent and professional potential.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM


Upon completion of the general education and music courses stipulated, a student is awarded an Associate of Arts degree in music education, music therapy, performance, music literature, music theory, church music, and composition.

Music courses include theory, history, application, and performance. Students are afforded performance opportunities in a wide variety of ensembles, from small chamber groups to full-scale musical productions.  Music organizations include two bands (concert and jazz), two choruses (concert and jazz), and various small specialized ensembles (brass, woodwind, percussion, madrigal, men’s and women’s chamber groups).

The Associate of Arts degree in music provides students with a broad background in music that will prove valuable in a variety of careers.  When a person considers a career in music, performance (such as playing in an orchestra, singing professionally or conducting) is the first thing that comes to mind.  It is also true, however, that for the person with a musical education (and sometimes with either on-the-job training or additional specialized study) many other career opportunities are open in the areas of education, business, and allied fields.

REPRESENTATIVE FIELDS OF EMPLOYMENT 


Teaching careers:  public school music teacher, elementary/secondary teacher, college/university music teacher, studio/private teacher, and museum music instructor.

Careers in composition and performance:  composer, educational composer, conductor, jazz instrumentalist, pop/rock/jazz vocalist, and church musician.


Editorial and broadcasting careers:  music publisher, music editor, magazine/book editor, film music editor, and music critic. 


Careers in music industry:  instrument designer, instrument sales representative, instrument repairperson, retail music sales, recording engineer, and video music creator.

The field of administration and management:  music supervisor/administrator, performing arts administrator, community arts manger, community development specialist, and recreation arts coordinator.


Other directions for music careers:  music librarian, music therapist, ethnomusicologist, music-business attorney, and synthesist.
