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FACULTY, EQUIPMENT, FACILITIES

Abraham Baldwin is a superb starting point for students interested in the language and fine arts.  Since 1908 the school has had a distinguished tradition of service in arts education, and now Abraham Baldwin’s Humanities Division has one of the most comprehensive language and fine arts programs of Georgia’s state colleges.  These programs feature effective teacher/artists; individual instruction; well-equipped studios and other facilities; and a friendly, relaxed atmosphere.  The programs are augmented by the unique, nationally recognized Abraham Baldwin Arts Connection and one of Georgia’s most active community cultural organizations, the Tiftarea Concert Association.  Scholarships in the arts are available to students.  After students complete their Associate of Arts degrees at Abraham Baldwin, they may transfer without loss of credit to any senior unit within the University System of Georgia.  Courses will also normally be accepted by all other fully accredited institutions in the state and nation.


Abraham Baldwin’s art program is housed in two studios.  There is a studio for drawing and painting and a ceramics studio, complete with pug-mill, kilns, and kick wheels for throwing pottery.  In close proximity is an art gallery where the work of student artists is exhibited throughout the school year.  Recent shows have included both student works and creations by professional artists.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

Abraham Baldwin offers a two-year comprehensive program in the visual arts, leading to the Associate of Art degree and preparing the student for entry into a four-year college at the junior level.  The college also offers art courses to students who may wish to take an art elective.  Many non-traditional students from the community find a course in art to be a rewarding experience, while they may not actually plan to seek a career in art. 

Courses include two- and three-dimensional studio work and various forms of experiential training, such as producing art for publication, outdoor advertising, and exhibition and sale.  Students get experience in teaching art to children and the elderly.  To add dimension to their training, students individually take field trips to view outstanding art exhibits, and they attend lectures by visiting professional artists.

The limited number of students in the program ensures individual attention from the instructor, and the students are encouraged to work at their own level of proficiency.  Students develop a sense of camaraderie and support through working together.  This congenial atmosphere of give-and-take enables the student to reach his or her full potential as an artist.

CAREER OUTLOOK OPPORTUNITIES


Art majors find employment in a variety of education, commercial, and fine arts careers.  For example, Abraham Baldwin graduates are now working in the following areas: 


In education Abraham Baldwin alumni are teaching in South Georgia and Florida school systems at both the elementary and high school levels.  At least one graduate has earned a doctorate degree in art education, and several have earned MFA degrees in art education.


In studio art, Abraham Baldwin graduates are now working professionally in painting, ceramics, and photography.  One alumnus has had two New York exhibits of his paintings, which received national critical attention.


Some of our graduates are also employed in interior, fabric, and fashion design.

REPRESENTATIVE FIELDS OF EMPLOYMENT 

Art Director, Advertising:  Creates a visual concept that can be developed into a successful ad, commercial, or sales strategy.  Analyzes market research data, creates layout, and works with an illustrator or photographer to develop a final visual tool.  Works for advertising agencies.


Art Teacher:  Instructs students in art history, art criticism, and in art creation.  Evaluates student artwork and offers constructive criticism.  Assists in duties and committees of school and may assist in curriculum planning.  Works for public and/or private schools or community education programs.

Forensic Artist:  Draws sketches of suspected criminals based on descriptive information from crime victims.  Works with police officers and for federal, state, or local government.

Toy Designer:  Creates new toys.  Researches safety standards, child psychology, packaging, and promotion to create safe but fun toys.  Works for toy manufacturers. 

Sketch Artist:  Draws quick sketches for print or other advertisements.  Works for advertising agencies.  Works as a book designer, cartoonist, corporate designer, creative director, critic, exhibitions designer, fine artist, illustrator, curator, package designer, typeface designer, interior designer, medical illustrator, and special effects designer.
