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FACULTY, EQUIPMENT, FACILITIES

Abraham Baldwin is a superb starting point for students interested in the language and fine arts.  Since 1908 the school has had a distinguished tradition of services in arts education, and now Abraham Baldwin’s School of Liberal Arts has one of the most comprehensive language and fine arts programs of Georgia’s state colleges.  These programs feature effective teacher/artists; individual instruction; well-equipped studios and other facilities; and a friendly, relaxed atmosphere.  The programs are augmented by the unique, nationally recognized Abraham Baldwin Arts Connection and one of Georgia’s most active community cultural organizations, the Tiftarea Concert Association.  Scholarships in the arts are available to students.  After students complete their Associate of Arts degrees at Abraham Baldwin, they may transfer without loss of credit to any senior institution in the state and nation.

English majors learn from faculty who are known for their dedication, academic excellence, and professional standing.  ABAC English faculty have received scholarships to attend the Bread Loaf Writers’ Conference and Sewanee Writers’ Conference, as well as published essays, poems, and critical articles in the Cortland Review, Faulkner Journal, Sewanee Theological Review, Southern Quarterly ,and the Southeast Review. 
EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

Student majoring in English will complete two years of general education and humanities courses.  This coursework will enable students to earn the Associate of Arts degree and will prepare them for entry into a four-year college at the junior level.  The courses in the major field of study include literature, composition, journalism, communication, and foreign language.


English majors have many opportunities to sharpen their writing and communication skills.  They write for the college’s award-winning literary magazine, Pegasus, and for Georgia’s top two-year college newspaper, The Stallion. English majors help carry forward Abraham Baldwin’s tradition of excellence in college publications.


English majors explore ideas and respond to them; they express their creativity through their writing.  These students meet individually in conference with their professors and advisors for personalized instruction and guidance, and they are challenged by literary research assignments.  In all, they develop intellectual skills that bring them self-confidence, a sense of accomplishments, and an appreciation for the pure joy of learning.


 This broad program of learning is founded on the practical value of a liberal education.  According to a report on excellence in American education, “the best preparation for the future is not narrow training for a specific job, but rather an education that will enable students to adapt to a changing world.” The report also indicated “successful adaptation to change required the ability…to master language skills (critical reading, effective composition, clear speech and careful listening) that are the fuel for thought.” Abraham Baldwin’s English majors receive the attention, teaching, and guidance needed to prepare them for the future.

There are careers in government as well, including the diplomatic service.  Some English major choose academic careers, teaching at the level they prefer and sometimes engaging in research.  Even those who pursue a professional degree in such specialized areas as law or medicine have found a major in English to be the best foundation for their studies.  This college program trains the student to write, to speak, to read, and - most of all - to think.  Thus, the English major often has many more doors open to him or her than one who has received more narrowly based training.
