The history major is among the offerings of the School of Liberal Arts.  Instruction is provided by history professors who supplement their classroom lectures and discussions with quality audio-visual enrichment materials.
EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM


History is the record of what people have thought and said and done.  It is not just a recitation of dry facts.  It is the human experience itself, with all the adventure, pathos, nobility, and depravity that mark humans in all generations.  History lets you inside the minds of people, to know more about the past than the people who lived it, to see the patterns and the motivations that weren’t clear to those who lived them.  In studying history, you can find out not only what happened by why it happened as it did.

Students at Abraham Baldwin may earn the first two years of a four-year degree in history.  The history major is designed to provide a sound foundation in the liberal arts and to develop the students’ ability to think logically and critically.  Abraham Baldwin offer seven course in history: a two-semester survey in world history, and courses in Georgia and local history, African-American history, and minorities in American history.  Majors in this field take at least three of these courses.  They also choose two foreign language courses and elective courses from the areas of economics, geography, religion, and political science.  Upon successful completion of the program of study, history majors will receive the Associate of Arts degree and may transfer freshman and sophomore level work to a senior college or university.

CAREER OUTLOOK OPPORTUNITIES


History is a major which can help prepare a student for a number of careers – in education, business, and government.  Most history majors enter the field of teaching.  Those intending to teach in high school should minor in secondary education.  Those wishing to teach in a college or university must earn a master’s degree and, in most cases, a doctorate in history.  Job opportunities in secondary education began to increase in recent years as enrollment rose moderately.

Because history provides such a broad base of knowledge and understanding and extensive experience in research and analysis, businesses often prefer to hire history majors for management and research position.  For the same reason, history provides one of the best bases for careers in law and journalism.  Other fields open to the history major are historical preservation, genealogy, archival and museum work, and records management.
