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FACULTY, EQUIPMENT, FACILITIES

Abraham Baldwin is a superb starting point for students interested in the language and fine arts.  Since 1908 the school has had a distinguished tradition of service in arts education, and now Abraham Baldwin’s School of Liberal Arts has one of the most comprehensive language and fine arts programs of Georgia’s state colleges.  These programs feature effective teacher/artists; individualized instruction; well-equipped studios and other facilities; and a friendly, relaxed atmosphere.  The programs are augmented by the unique, nationally recognized Abraham Baldwin Arts Connection and one of Georgia’s most active community cultural organizations, the Tiftarea Concert Association.  Scholarships and work-study programs in the arts are available to students.  After students complete their Associate of Arts degrees at Abraham Baldwin, they may transfer without loss of credit to any senior unit within the University System of Georgia.  Courses will also normally be accepted by all other fully accredited institutions in the state and nation.


Students majoring in liberal arts will receive instruction from a cross-section of the outstanding faculty of the School of Liberal Arts.  More than half the faculty in the School hold the doctoral degree, and the majority of the others have substantial course work beyond the masters degree.  In addition, most of the staff has earned professional distinction outside the classrooms:  the faculty includes a Fulbright scholar, an operatic soprano, a classroom pianist and organist, an artist, an actor/director, a public relations specialist, a journalist, and several authors.


Facilities include well-appointed classrooms designed for the study of English, foreign language, communications, and humanities, as well as publications, and a radio station; electronic piano lab, music practice rooms, bands and choral rehearsal rooms; ceramics and art studios; an art gallery; a 250-seat concert hall; and a 350-seat theatre.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM


Students pursuing the liberal arts major will complete two years of general education and humanities courses.  With this course work the student will earn the Associate of Arts Degree and be prepared for entry into a four-year college at the junior-year level.  Because the strength of the liberal arts program is in its breadth, students selects courses from a variety of disciplines, including art, English, journalism, music, communication-theatre, and foreign language.


The course work of liberal arts students is augmented by extensive practical experience.  Students may broadcast over WPLH  FM radio station , write for The Stallion college newspaper, or Pegasus (the first place award-winner in Southern Regional Press Competition) participate in the college’s music program, gain experience with the Baldwin Players production organization, or receive additional educational experience in other co-curricular arts activities.

CAREER OUTLOOK OPPORTUNITIES 


The demand for liberal arts graduates in business, industry, and other professions has strengthened significantly in the last five years.  Recent studies have drawn attention to the growing presence of liberal arts graduates in top business positions; a Fortune survey found that 38 percent of the nation’s current chief executive officers majored in liberal arts.

At IBM, nine of the thirteen highest paid executives are liberal arts majors.  At American Telephone and Telegraph, liberal arts graduates have been landing more middle-management positions than engineers have; liberal arts graduates have been entering AT&T’s highest executive level at the same rate of success as business and engineering majors.

Liberal arts graduates hold prestigious positions in other career fields:  broadcasting network executives, news anchors, newspaper columnists; even presidential cabinet officers.


Employers seek liberal arts majors because of their communication skills, their abilities to bring together vast amounts of information in creative and productive ways, their “people-orientation,” their broad understanding of a variety of subjects, their overview of the world, and their ability to deal effectively with change.  It is this latter advantage that makes the liberal arts major an excellent choice.  According to a recent report of the National Commission on Excellence in Education, “the best preparation for the future is not narrow training for a specific job, but rather an education that will enable students to adapt to a changing world.”

REPRESENTATIVE FIELDS OF EMPLOYMENT


Managers, executive officers, sales and promotion personnel, advertising account executives, public relations specialists, broadcasting and governmental administrators.

The field of administration and management:  music supervisor/administrator, performing arts administrator, community arts manager, community development specialist, and recreation arts coordinator.
Careers in music industry:  instrument designer, instrument sales representative, instrument repairperson, retail music sales, recording engineer, and video music careers.


Other directions for music careers:  music librarian, music therapist, ethnomusicologist, music-business attorney, and synthesist.
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
