Whenever I am asked to analyze something…

I use the following model…

· Do you have a model for thinking through a problem/situation/scenario?

· Do you muddle through it or do you systematically take it apart and reason over each segment???

· Everyone thinks but much of it may be

· Unorganized

· Biased

· Uninformed

· Prejudicial

So…

Does critical thinking focus on the subject matter/content that you know or on the actual process you use when you reason about that content?

As a result we need to …

· Decipher the thinking process

· Break down thought processes to learn how to improve it and make it more productive.

· Understand what is meant by “critical thinking”
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· Perform research on the topic critical thinking and/or analytical thinking

· Use valid, credible sources via library resources such as Galileo http://www.abac.edu/library/lookhere/
· Use valid, credible sources via the Internet such as articles or papers from other institutions (no Wikipedia)
· Have a minimum of three sources that you document in your paper

·  TYPED, 2-3 pages
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Your paper should provide

· A definition of critical thinking 

· Is there a general model or guide for implementing critical thinking skills? If so, describe it.  
· How can critical thinking be used in a college/university setting to improve learning outcomes of students? 
· What are the associated costs/benefits to teaching critical thinking skills? Or, what are the costs/benefits to students for taking “critical thinking” styled courses?
· Provide an example of how a college/university is using a critical thinking course or results associated with its use.
· Provide an example of how you personally “critically think” to solve a problem…
