Follow the format!
1. State the solution

a. Pick one solution and “stick to it” through the entire outline

b. You can add content as to “why” you have chosen this solution in this area

c. It can be as simple as a single sentence.

2. HOW

a. Discuss the steps that might be involved in putting your solution in place.

b. This is an excellent area to refer to sources. Such as, what are the current laws on the books relating to your solution? How would you change the laws?
c. Be as specific as you can. You should have several steps.
3. COSTS

a. Should relate to your HOW. You could take each statement in your HOW and think about the costs (monetary & nonmonetary) involved.
b. Be specific.
c. Good place to refer to source

4. BENEFITS

a. Should relate to your HOW. You could take each statement in your HOW and think about the benefits (monetary & nonmonetary) involved.
b. Be specific.
c. Good place to refer to source

Something to consider… when you are thinking about any of these areas and “get stuck”… think about all the parties involved or all the groups that could be affected.

For example: When thinking about the HOW of legalizing prostitution, why not think about HOW a brothel might work as a legitimate business and the parties involved???? Brothel owner, manager, employees (prost., security, housekeeping, etc), clients, families of clients, community, local government, etc… OR Who is affected and how are they affected by harsher punishments on prostitution???? Brothel owner, manager, employees (prost., security, housekeeping, etc), clients, families of clients, community, local government, etc… You are still considering the same groups, just in a different way!
