ADA Grievance Procedure 
Students who have a complaint about accommodations provided by Abraham Baldwin Agricultural College must attempt to resolve conflicts by contacting the Director of Student Development, 2nd floor of the J. Lamar Branch Student Center (phone 229-391-5135). The Director will investigate the complaint and make reasonable efforts to resolve the matter. The investigation shall be informal but thorough, affording all persons an opportunity to submit evidence or other relevant information.

If the complainant is not satisfied with the decision of the Director of Student Development, he/she can contact the Vice President for Academic Affairs and Student Affairs located on the 2nd floor of the J. Lamar Branch Student Center on the ABAC Campus.

Use of this grievance procedure does not limit a student’s pursuit of other remedies, including the right to pursue a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education, Office of Civil Rights.
