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Editing for Documentation & Citation.

1) Have you meticulously acknowledged all borrowings, not just borrowed language but borrowed ideas as well?

2) Have you put beginning quotation marks and ending quotation marks around borrowed phrases & sentences?

3) Does you essay have more than 2 block quotes?  If you have more than two block quotes, paraphrase or summarize them in your own words, remembering to  acknowledge the source you have borrowed from.

4) Do you have a works cited page that has complete citations and is in alphabetical order without numbers beside them? 
5) Is there any punctuation mark between the author’s last name and the page number or paragraph number in your parenthetical citation?  If so, delete it.

6) Do parenthetical citations have corresponding documentation on the Works Cited page?
7) Have you consulted the relevant pages of MLA citation and documentation as you  wrote the final draft of your essay?

8) *Research means searching and researching.  Did you pick your research article at random or pick the first available one or did you carefully look through the list of sources available and pick out the one that would yield the best information, and if that failed did you go back and carefully choose another source for better results ?
