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ABAC Ag Ed Named Best in Nation 
by National Organization
The ABAC Agricultural Education program was 
named the Outstanding Post Secondary Agriculture 
Program for Region V by the National Association 
of Agricultural Educators (NAAE) in November 
2023.  This award recognizes programs that are 
developing humble leaders energized by shaping 
the future of agriculture one student at a time.

ABAC prepares outstanding teacher candidates 
through engagement, teaching, coaching, 
mentorship, and relevant experiences. To 
accomplish its mission and goals, ABAC provides a 
unique blend of coursework to meet the needs of 
students in a technologically complex and diverse 
global society. Students are also involved in local, 
state, and national organizations. 

In May 2023, ABAC Ag Ed graduated its largest 
cohort class of future agriculture teachers with 44 
graduates. Over 90 percent of those graduates 
secured a teaching position and began teaching in 
the 2023-2024 school year.  This marks the fifth 
year that graduates are certified by the Georgia 
Professional Standards Commission (GaPSC). 

To date, ABAC Ag Ed has prepared over 150 new 
teachers, who are now working in public schools. 
It is the second largest Agricultural Education 
program in the United States and the largest 
program East of the Mississippi. 

ABAC Bainbridge to Offer Evening 
Program for Nursing ASN degree
Abraham Baldwin Agricultural College’s Bainbridge 
campus will begin offering a “Nursing at Night” 
program in the spring of 2025. ABAC hopes to 
attract students interested in pursuing an Associate 
of Science in Nursing (ASN) degree, but who may 
have conflicts with a more traditional schedule. 

“ABAC Bainbridge decided to offer this program 
to not only meet the needs of our healthcare 
partners, but also to offer an alternative to students 
who want to be a nurse but cannot attend the 
program during the day because of work, childcare 
responsibilities, or other obstacles,” said Dr. Jeffrey 
Ross, Dean of the School of Nursing at ABAC. 
“Taking advantage of the Nursing at Night program 
allows students to continue to work during the day 
or utilize other forms of childcare, providing the 
opportunity to pursue a new career or advance their 
current career.”

The evening program will follow the same pathway 
as traditional, daytime classes, with students being 
eligible to take the registered nurse licensure exam 
(NCLEX-RN) to become a Professional Registered 
Nurse (RN) after four semesters. The curriculum for 
the evening classes will mirror the curriculum of the 
traditional nursing program offered during the day.  
Classes, including skills labs and clinical, will begin 
at 6 p.m. and will be offered three to four times a 
week.
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“Listen to the Land” Multimedia Project 
Wins State Museum Award
“Listen to the Land,” a student-run and produced 
multimedia collaboration between the Gallery at 
Abraham Baldwin Agricultural College’s Georgia 
Museum of Agriculture and the ABAC School of 
Arts and Sciences, was named the recipient of the 
2024 Multimedia Award by the Georgia Association 
of Museums and Galleries. 

The Georgia Association of Museums and Galleries 
is comprised of more than 250 members statewide 
including individuals, businesses, and museums. 
The award was announced during this year’s annual 
museums conference which took place in January 
2024. 

This collaboration launched in the fall 2022 with 
funding from the Gail Dillard Faculty Enrichment 
Grant and the Georgia Pecan Growers Association. 

The opening event on April 7, 2023, featured a 
podcast premiere, visual arts exhibition, written 
word display, a digital mapping software, a scent 
library interactive display and a Georgia-grown 
foods reception at the Gallery. 

This was the Gallery’s first multimedia event to 
combine sound, visual, writing, digital, scent, and 
taste all into one project.

ABAC and Albany State Partner to 
Assist Criminal Justice Students
ABAC and Albany State University signed a joint 
articulation agreement in February 2024 allowing 
a streamlined pathway for ABAC criminal justice 
students. 

This partnership allows ABAC criminal justice 
graduates to join ASU’s Master of Science in 
Criminal Justice degree program by providing 
guaranteed admission for qualified ABAC graduates 
and a waived application fee. ABAC began offering 
an online bachelor’s degree in criminal justice in 
2022. 

The two institutions hope that the partnership will 
encourage students to remain in South Georgia 
after their graduation and apply their knowledge to 
local communities. 

The ASU criminal justice graduate program is 
a 30-credit-hour degree delivered both face-
to-face and online with concentrations in law 
enforcement, corrections, forensic science, and 
public administration. The corrections and law 
enforcement concentrations are offered fully 
online. 

The campuses are approximately 45 minutes apart. 
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Basketball is Back at ABAC 
Introducing the White Family Basketball Scholarship
Cheering fans can be heard in Gressette Gym once again 
as men’s and women’s basketball returned to ABAC this 
fall! The Stallions and the Fillies are playing on the court 
for the first time in more than a decade. 

Calvin Sinkfield, men’s basketball coach and assistant 
athletic director at Abraham Baldwin Agricultural 
College, said the challenge of rebuilding ABAC’s men’s 
program is exciting. “Restarting a program brings with it 
many challenges and opportunities,” he said. “But I can 
already tell that ABAC basketball is even bigger than I 
imagined. I see the possibility of a lot of growth now that 
we’re going to be a four-year program for the first time, it 
really stretches the imagination.”

Attending a basketball game at ABAC was one of the 
draws for alumnus Buck White when he was deciding 
what college to attend. “I was really looking forward to 
being part of the Rowdies. Unfortunately, it ended when I 
was a senior in high school.” Looking back, White fondly 
remembers visiting campus often with his mom, Anita, 
who works in the Health Center. “We were always on 
campus. My memories go back a long time at ABAC.” 
White ultimately decided to go to ABAC even though 
it didn’t have basketball and loved his time there. His 
favorite memory as a student was playing in intramural 
sports. “We would go all out and I even found a sponsor 
so that we could have matching jerseys for our basketball 
team,” he said.

Buck also proposed to his wife Holly in front of the 
chapel at ABAC. “ABAC holds a lot of really good 
memories for me.”

After visiting with Alumni Director Lynda Fisher and 
former Chief Advancement Officer Deidre Martin last 
year, Buck knew he was in a position where he could give 
back. “When they announced basketball was coming 
back, I was just excited!”

He worked with the Office of College Advancement 
to create the White Family Basketball Scholarship. “I 
received an ABAC Foundation scholarship when I was a 
student and now, for me, I’m at a point where I can help 
somebody out. It just felt right. The basketball program 
is back. I can’t wait to watch it and take my family; I want 
to be a part of it and give back to somebody that needs it 
and give back to the school.” 

“I have never regretted giving to a good cause. If 
somebody is wondering if they should or shouldn’t give; 
yes, if you have the means, do it! You can help someone 
out and that’s really what it’s all about.”

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The Abraham Baldwin Agricultural College’s Office of 
College Advancement was honored with the Overall 
Institutional Excellence in Advancement Award at the 
Georgia Education Advancement Council (GEAC) annual 
conference on November 14, 2023. 

This award is the highest award presented by GEAC 
to an entire staff at an institution that demonstrates 
outstanding achievement and commitment to the field 
of higher education advancement. The ABAC Office 
of College Advancement (OCA) includes the ABAC 
Foundation, development, alumni, advancement services, 
and advancement communications offices. 

“When you look back at your career, there are times 
when you realize you are extremely fortunate to be 
working with some of the finest people you could 
ever imagine,” said Dr. Deidre Martin, former chief 
advancement officer. “Co-workers who are dedicated to 
the institution and who are a joy to work with every day. I 
found that place in the Office of College Advancement at 
ABAC, and it was a great honor to nominate this group of 
advancement professionals for this award.”

ABAC’s OCA earned this high-level honor by increasing 
overall fundraising by 470 percent within an eight-
year period, from $648,566 in 2015 to $3.7 million 
annually. Total assets have surged from $28 million in 
2015 to more than $42 million, and scholarship support 
for students has risen from $680,000 to more than 
$1.1 million under this team’s dedicated efforts. The 
Foundation’s success includes acquiring significant 
amounts of land for expansion as well as backing several 
capital projects.

“This recognition is well-deserved for our Office of 
College Advancement,” said ABAC President Tracy 
Brundage. “The financial support from our donors 

is crucial to the advancement of our overall mission. 
But what is also important are the relationships they 
cultivate. Every individual in this office understands how 
important ABAC is for our students, our community, and 
our region. They play such a pivotal role in our success 
and this award reflects their success.”

Above all, this remarkable team is not just a force within 
the institution but respected throughout the community 
and region. They actively serve on committees, volunteer 
in countless ways, and have built strong connections with 
faculty and staff, demonstrating care and commitment 
to all they encounter. The impact of the Office of 
College Advancement at ABAC extends far beyond the 
walls of the institution. Their dedication, innovation, 
and unwavering commitment have created a legacy of 
excellence and enduring relationships.”

This marks the second endowment to support ABAC’s 
AGR members and leaders, bringing the total support to 
over $60,000.

The 2023-2024 season was an exciting one for the 
ABAC Fillies Softball team. With 19 freshmen and only 4 
sophomores, they were named National Junior College 
Athletic Association (NJCAA) Mid-Atlantic District 
Champions. Their hard work took them all the way to the 
National Championship tournament in Oxford, Alabama. 

“It’s the best teams in the country and I’m proud 
that we’re in that group, especially since it’s our last 
year before moving up (to National Association of 
Intercollegiate Athletics competition),” Coach Mike Reed 
said. Although they didn’t bring home the national title 
this year, the Fillies are looking forward to a strong start 
to the season as they kick off their NAIA debut this year. 

Diamonds and Divisional Wins
Not only did the team make it to Nationals, but they also 
received several divisional honors Fillies in-fielder Laney 
McGhee was named Gulf Coast Athletic Association 
(GCAA) Player of the Year. Five girls were named to 
GCAA First Team, three were named to the All-Academic 
Team, and two players were selected for the Second 
team.

Reed who has coached for more than 30 years at the 
high school and college levels, as well as coaching travel 
ball, stepped in as ABAC’s head softball coach in June 
2023. After making it to the National Playoffs, he was 
honored as the Division Coach of the Year for the 2023-
2024 season. “I have three priorities with our players,” 
he said. “First, whatever degree they’re here to try and 
achieve, my number one responsibility is to help them 
achieve it. Second is to try to make them better young 
ladies that are ready for this world, and third is to win 
ball games. I’ve found that if I take care of one and two, 
three takes care of itself.” Although the girls play on 
a dirt covered diamond, they shine in the classroom, 
maintaining the needed grade point averages to be 
eligible to play and hold various student leadership roles 
on campus. 

More than a Game
Moving up to a more competitive division requires more 
players, more equipment, farther travel, and overnight 
stays for our teams. This comes with added expenses 

and need for more support to make it happen. 
Someone who believes in supporting ABAC athletics is 
Ivey Vickers, former head softball coach at Tift County 
High School. Her love for the College and its athletics 
programs runs deep. Ivey grew up riding the bus to away 
games, watching afternoon practices from atop the gym 
balcony, and learning how to lead a team from one of her 
greatest role models, her mom Ellen Vickers. Ellen, who 
coached several sports over the years, including tennis, 
cheerleading and softball, was no stranger to hard work 
and determination. Growing up on a farm family, she 
learned discipline and organization, which served her well 
in her college coaching career. 

The Golden Fillies Softball Team won the state 
championship in six of the seven years Ellen coached and 
captured a national title in 1991. The title represented the 
first national title for a women’s intercollegiate athletics 
team at ABAC. 

As a way to honor her mom, Ivey recently made a gift 
to the ABAC Foundation to purchase a new and much 
needed scoreboard for the ABAC Fillies Softball Field. 
When asked about her motivation for making such a 
special gift, she said, “ABAC is just a place that means 
more than you realize. It meant so much to me growing 
up and provided for our family. My mom, as well as my 
dad, put a lot of her heart and soul into coaching, so we 
wanted to give back and help the program out. I can’t 
express what that program means to me, we have a lot of 
good memories there, and it just means a lot.”

The scoreboard was officially dedicated in April 2024, 
but Ivey hopes that it’s a reminder to the girls that they 
mean a lot to this community, whether they know it or 
not. “The scoreboard means so much to me and my 
family, but for the dirt that they are playing on, that’s 
where it’s at. The friends that they are going to make, 
the memories they’ll make, that means more to me than 
anything. I never put on that uniform and even though I 
never attended a class at ABAC, that’s my life out there.”

“Destination Ag” Continues to Enrich Youth 
During 8th Consecutive Year 

Now in its eighth year, ABAC’s Georgia Museum of 
Agriculture’s Destination Ag program continues to fulfill 
its original mission. The program provides dynamic 
agricultural literacy about the importance of agriculture 
and natural resources to students, teachers, and parents 
of South Georgia and beyond.

The program began in 2016 thanks to an initial gift of 
$250,000 from the Harley Langdale, Jr. Foundation to 
the ABAC Foundation. In 2017, the Harley Langdale, Jr. 
Foundation committed $1 million over the next four years 
to continue the program. 

Destination Ag provides free programing to public 
schools in the following districts: Ben Hill, Berrien, 
Brooks, Colquitt, Cook, Echols, Irwin, Lanier, Lowndes, 
Tift, Turner, Valdosta City, and Worth. Grades PreK, first, 
third, and fifth from these schools can visit Destination 
Ag for no program cost. Resources are available 
upon request to public and private entities outside 
of this region at no charge. All curriculum is tied to 
Georgia’s state educational standards and incorporates 
principles of STEAM (Science, Technology, Engineering, 
Agriculture, and Math).

Since 2016, more than 65,000 students have visited the 
site and have learned from ABAC students, who serve 
as the instructors for the program. More than 105 ABAC 
students have received real-world teaching experience 
through this interactive and hands-on learning 
opportunity. 

During spring 2024, Destination Ag had a rare 
opportunity to go on the road to the Langboard OSB 
plant in Quitman, where over 120 kindergarten and 
third grade students enjoyed two days full of activities. 
Destination Ag students were joined by the Georgia 
Forestry Commission, including Smokey the Bear. 
Officials with the Langdale Company said this was the 
first year that ABAC’s Destination Ag program was 
involved, and it turned out to be the best so far.

The Harley Langdale, Jr. Foundation has recently 
committed to supporting an additional three years of the 
program.

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A Legacy of Love
Remembering Joyce Mims
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Joyce Mims valued education and believed in 
helping all students succeed. She was a graduate 
of Alabama State University, where she received 
her B.S. in Education. She also received her 
Master’s and Educational Specialist degrees 
from Valdosta State University. After a thirty-year 
career in education as a classroom teacher and 
administrator, Joyce became an entrepreneur 
and continued helping local youth. She was a 
community liaison for Southern Regional Technical 
College where she monitored the progress of 
students referred by judges from their pre-trial 
intervention programs. She also founded Mims 
Kids, Inc. as a way to support the youth in Tift 
County. 

“When she was asked to serve on the ABAC 
Foundation Board, it gave her another opportunity 
to impact young people to help them further their 
education,” said Judge Larry Mims, her husband. 
“She jumped right into that role and began to be 
an advocate for ABAC; getting students to enroll, 
helping students who had problems, helping 
parents who didn’t really know how to navigate the 
system. She was an ambassador for ABAC because 
she knew it was a place where they could get a 
good quality education.” 

One thing stands out to Judge Mims about Joyce’s 
time serving at ABAC, “When ABAC still had a 
women’s basketball team, Julie (Conner) Johnson, 
asked Joyce to be part of the coaching staff - not 
basketball coaching, but life coaching,” he said. She 
would invite the girls out to the house for dinner 
and would get to know them. She became “Mama 
Joyce” to the team. When they had problems 
with anything, they would call her to talk and she 
encouraged them. She was always right there at 
every game on the bench cheering them on. She 
was just an integral part and it was something she 
really enjoyed doing.”

“Joyce Mims was an exceptional ABAC Foundation 
board member who truly made a difference,” said 
Jodie Snow, Chief Operating Officer for the ABAC 
Foundation. “Whether she was volunteering to 
assist with events, recruiting students or taking 
care of our current students, she prioritized helping 

others.  Her dedication, love, and giving spirit had a 
positive impact on ABAC and its students.”  
Sadly, Joyce passed away in January 2024 after 
battling throat cancer. ABAC and the community 
lost a shining star that exemplified love and touched 
so many lives. 

“She was always fully committed to the board 
and making sure kids had access to what they 
needed. She was such a giving person. She would 
do anything for any of the kids or her fellow board 
members,” Joyce’s son, M. Jay Hall, said. 

“She would go into a room, and she would talk to 
people,” Judge Mims said. “When we would get 
home, they had exchanged numbers and were still 
talking on the phone! You instantly became a friend 
with Joyce, and she took that role very seriously. 
She formed so many lasting friendships.” He said, 
“The only word I can use to describe her is ‘love.’ 
She personified love. She was an example of what 
God talks about when he talks about agape love.” 
It’s been noted by many that Joyce never ended 
a phone call or said goodbye without saying “I 
love you.” She wanted everyone to know they had 
someone who cared for them. 

When asked what is one thing we can all learn from 
Mrs. Joyce, Judge Mims said it best. “The most 
valuable commodity that we have is time. If you 
spend the time and give the time to somebody, 
you’re actually doing a service. This world is so busy, 
and everyone is going a thousand miles an hour and 
we normally just throw up our hands in passing to 
say ‘hi.’ But she was that person that would stop and 
say ‘Hello! How’s your day? What’s your name? I’m 
Joyce,’ and give you that time and open that door. 
So, I think the message is this, we have to be giving 
of our time. Give in a way that benefits the people 
we are trying to reach.” 

The ABAC Foundation is truly humbled and so 
grateful for the service and time that Joyce Mims 
devoted to supporting our students, her fellow 
board members, and the College. She leaves behind 
a lasting legacy that can never be forgotten. By her 
example, we can all choose love. 
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Alumni Spotlight
Amy & Phil Hightower
Amy and Philip Hightower are both ABAC alumni and 
have found a way to give back in unique ways that 
directly support students in need. 

“I felt more at home during my time at ABAC,” Amy 
said. Both Phil and Amy attended ABAC, along with 
many of their family members. 

“When we reached a stage where we were able to 
give back, we both felt that there always seems to 
be enough funds, in our mind, to pay for tuition,” she 
said. “If you have the grades, you can get HOPE. I don’t 
remember being out of pocket because I had HOPE in 
college.” 

“Our first venture was with Phil being in the science 
department, he saw that these students had enough 
for their tuition, but then the fees that they had to 
pay to take the MCAT or whatever exams they had to 
take to go pre-med, those are pretty substantial fees 
for those tests. That was the first donation to ABAC, 
it was a fund for a scholarship for testing fees for 
advanced degrees. I can’t remember how many years 
we contributed to that fund, but it sort of caught on 
and someone else ended up endowing that. So, when 
that happened, we stepped back and looked to see 
where resources were needed.” 

That’s when Amy had a client mention how they were 
giving to support a college student who was homeless. 
Never having realized it was a common issue, Amy 
did some research and found that food insecurity was 
more common than you would think. “Almost a third of 
college students have food insecurity,” said Amy. So, 
they wanted to support students in another way. 

“You know school is expensive, but it seems to us that, 
if you have the grades, there’s a way to pay for tuition. 
But what about all of the other stuff?” Amy said, “I 
worked through college, but I had parents that could 
support me, so if I needed money for gas, they helped 
me. What about the kids that don’t have that?”

The Hightowers have endowed a scholarship to assist 
in covering dining fees for a student each semester. 
If for some reason there isn’t a student in need, the 
money can be used for the on-campus food pantry. 
“For me it says ‘wow, you’re working really, really hard, 
and I applaud them for what they are doing.’ I didn’t do 
it on my own, so they shouldn’t have to do it on their 
own. It’s not a handout, it’s allowing someone else to 
help lift you up.”
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ABAC sophomore Brooke Huckaby made national 
headlines after becoming the youngest female mayor 
in US history. At the age of 20, she was elected Mayor 
of Arabi, a small town of around 500 citizens in Crisp 
County, Georgia. 

The now 21-year-old lives a fairly typical college life 
while pursuing her Agricultural Technology Management 
degree at ABAC. She attends classes, studies hard, and 
even works part-time with the Georgia Department 
of Agriculture, but must be very diligent with her time 
management. 

Being a full-time student, part-time employee and 
the mayor of a small town are all very demanding 
roles to juggle. Thankfully,  her professors are very 
understanding, accomodating and encouraging to her 
situation. They are dedicated to ensuring she remains on 
track with her degree requirements. 

Though she is young, Brooke is no stranger to local 
government. Her father, Craig Huckaby, was mayor 
of their beloved town for 10 years and the first to 
encourage her to run for the seat. 

She was puzzled when her father made the decision to 
not run for re-election. She questioned her father who 
replied, “Well Brooke, if you think it’s so great, then why 
don’t you do it?” It was at that moment she decided to 
head down to City Hall and place her name on the ballot 
during the qualifying period. 

Campaigning as a young woman in South Georgia wasn’t 
easy. Her most difficult obstacle to overcome was 
convincing people that new ideas weren’t bad ideas. 
“I told everyone I wasn’t coming in to try and make big 
changes and completely flip everything upside down,” 
she said. “I just want to continue what we’ve had going 
and invest in ourselves, and the community really came 
together to support me.” 

Brooke has big plans for her hometown. Arabi is part 
of the Planning Rural Opportunities for Prosperity and 
Economic Leadership (PROPEL) program, which is aimed 
at bringing prosperity and economic development to 
rural cities in Georgia. It is also in the process of creating 
a police department, a project which she is heavily 
involved. She also sits on several boards, one of which 
focuses on youth enrichment, illiteracy rates, and juvenile 
crime. 

“It’s a tough gig, but I enjoy it,” she said. “We’re really 
trying to target the younger generations in our small 
communities … let them know that somebody’s there, 
that somebody cares about them and their future. You’ve 
got so many people leaving where they were raised 
because they don’t feel like there’s anything there for 
them. But nothing’s going to be there unless people try 
to come back and rejuvenate it and put something into 
it.”

Brooke is an ambitious young lady - that is so easy to see. 
She would eventually like to find herself in the Governor’s 
Mansion in Atlanta. “I want to get high enough in politics 
where I can influence change, but not high enough to 
where the politics start to influence me. I feel like at a 
state level, I’ll still be able to balance everything else in 
my life too,” she said. 

For now, Brooke is dedicated to her town, her studies, 
and encouraging her peers and other young people to 
get involved in their communities.  

Student Spotlight
Brooke Huckaby
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Alumni Association Award Winners
The ABAC Alumni Association recognizes outstanding alumni each year during Homecoming, and it is our distinct 
pleasure to showcase the accomplishments and contributions of these individuals. Alumni awards have been a 
tradition at ABAC since the Master Farmer Award was first presented in 1955. Our 2024 class of award winners is 
representative of many different generations of outstanding alumni.

Distinguished Alumnus Award - Justice John Ellington, Class of 1980
John began his legal career as a general trial lawyer. In 1991, he became one of the youngest trial court judges in 
Georgia. He then served as a Superior Court Judge by designation in five judicial circuits (29 counties) throughout 
South Georgia. He also was sworn in as 66th Judge of the Georgia Court of Appeals by Governor Barnes in 1999 and 
then reelected for 6-year terms in 2000, 2006, and 2012. He was elected to the Supreme Court of Georgia in 2018 
where he still serves. John is a very active member in his community, great supporter of ABAC, serves on the ABAC 
Foundation Board of Trustees, and was named a Georgia Trend Magazine 40 Under 40 in the year 2000. 

Master Agriculturalist Award - Wade Purvis, Class of 1983
After college, Wade started farming with only 100 rented acres. He now operates 2,350 acres of owned and rented 
land. In conjunction with crop production, Purvis Farms also operates Alliance Packing, where 1.5 million packages 
are processed each year. In recent years, he teamed up with other local farmers to create Farmers Alliance, their own 
marketing company to market their locally produced crops. Wade was named the 2023 Florida Farmer of the Year by 
the Sunbelt Ag Expo.

J. Lamar Branch Award for Outstanding Leadership in Agriculture - Sara Will, Class of 2020
Sara is currently a K-5 agriculture teacher at Turner County Elementary and also serves on the PBIS (Positive 
Behavior and Plan Incentives) team. She has received numerous awards including the first Georgia Vocational 
Agriculture Teachers Association (GVATA) Outstanding Elementary Agriculture Teacher, 2023 Georgia Young Farmer 
Young Ag Professional Award, and Turner County Elementary School Teacher of the Month in October 2022 and 
September 2023. Sara is an active participant in Turner County Young Farmers, regularly visits campus for events 
such as the Truck & Tractor Pull, and supports the Sigma Alpha sorority.

Outstanding Educator Award - Dr. Michael Maw, Class of 2006
Michael joined ABAC’s School of Agriculture and Natural Resources as a Professor of Agronomy in 2017. He 
teaches five classes each semester, advises more than 90 students each semester, receives grant funding for 
learning opportunities, mentors students, and more. He received the 2022 Teaching Award of Merit from North 
American Colleges & Teachers of Agriculture. He has also been nominated for several awards including the ABAC 
Donaldson Award for Excellence in Advising and nominee for the ABAC Donaldson Award for Excellence in Student 
Engagement. 

Outstanding Business Leader Award - Melissa Pierzchajlo, Class of 2001 & 2002
Melissa started her first business before her college graduation and has been in CEO and CFO positions since. She is 
currently the owner, CEO, and CFO of Sole Medical Spa in Tifton, and four real estate investment companies across 
the US. Melissa enjoys aviation and is an Instrument Rated Pilot (IFR) and Women in Aviation International Member 
and Mentor. She is also a Lifetime Member of the ABAC Alumni Association, Alumni Board President, and can be 
found actively supporting and volunteering for events like Homecoming, the SANR Golf Classic, Run for Nurses, and 
An Evening for ABAC.

Outstanding Healthcare Professional Award - Kristoff Cohran, Class of 2016
Kristoff is currently the Program Administrator for the Georgia South Psychiatry Residency Program, a program 
for which he developed and attained accreditation with a $750K Health Resources and Services Administration 
(HRSA) grant. He is also CEO & Co-Founder M3E, Inc., a nonprofit organization that helps empower young adults 
with leadership training and life skills.

Alumni Spotlight
Clint Johnson aka “RVSHVD”

Willacoochee is a small town in Atkinson County located just about 30 
minutes from Tifton. This small town of 1,200 is known for the “Famous 
No Name Bar” and now for the up-and-coming country singer and 
songwriter Clint Johnson, aka RVSHVD (pronounced RA-SHAD).

Growing up in rural South Georgia, Clint envisioned a music career in 
the hip-hop genre until he heard “Sweet Thing” by Keith Urban. He then 
found inspiration from other country artists like Florida Georgia Line, 
Jason Aldean, Luke Bryan, George Strait, Alan Jackson, and Brooks & 
Dunn.

Clint’s grassroots music career took off while attending ABAC as a 
writing and communications student. In 2018, he began recording and 
self-publishing his music from his ABAC Place dorm. Since then, his 
music has become widely popular in the country-rap crossover genre. 
His song, “Ballin” went viral on TikTok, YouTube, Spotify, and Apple with 
over 25 million streams. His popularity and catalog of streams have 
continued to grow to include more than 150 million streams.

He has toured with various artists ranging from Dwight Yoakam to 
T-Pain, has taken the stage at CMA Fest, and made his debut at the (Grand Ole) Opry in 2023.

Clint has recently released an album titled “IT’S RASHAD” and plans to continue touring and writing his music. 

Abraham Baldwin Agricultural College held a ribbon 
cutting for the college’s new Agricultural Technology 
Building on September 18, 2024.
